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2006 Dues

 The 2006 dues were mailed to all homeowner during October 2005, with 
 payment due by 1/31/2006. Homeowners who failed to make payment by
 1/31/2006 were handed over to the attorneys. Sadly, 35% (72 Homeowners)
 were turned over to the attorney's for collection.  
 In addition to the attorney charges that the homeowner would incur, there
 is also a monthly "Late Fee" that is applied to the account until such time
 as the homeowner is arraigned in court!
 Homeowners who believe that they may be in arrears should please
 contact Judy at Affordable (317.885.7462) and ascertain the status of your
 account.
 Please understand that the Board has a limited budget to ensure that
 lawn services / street lighting / snow removal / etc can be in place for
 you, the resident. When homeowners fail to pay their dues, it places an
 undue strain on the budget.
 Additionally, the legal costs associated in turning delinquent homeowner
 over to the attorney are initially funded by the annual dues!! Only when
 the homeowner finally makes full payment (outstanding dues & legal
 fee's) is Sungate then reimbursed with the legal fees. 

Sungate Updates

CRIME

  Sungate has faced it's fair share of crime during the first quarter of 2006. In one of
  the streets of Sungate, a house has been subject to vandalism from youth living
  in Sungate as well as from youths living in neighboring neighborhoods.
 
  In one instance, a resident of Sungate had his front door member of his family
  was in the homeowners back yard!! Not only was the front door damaged by in
  the process of 'kicking down" the front door, the door frame was also damaged. 
  Final cost to have the door & frame replaced - $2,100.00!!!!
  Fortunately, residents in this particular street the homeowners have become so
  'fed up' with the situation, that they have gone to the expense of  installing Close
  Circuit Surveillance" in their homes.

 
  In all instances, the Sherrif's department were called to the scene of the crime & a report was    
  issued.
 
  Through the Surveillance camera's the sheriff was able to identify & ARREST a
  teenager who resides in a neighboring neighborhood. The Board and Crime
  Watch Coordinator are in close contact with the Prosecutors office and will
  pursue this matter until appropriate justice has been handed down to the
  teenager.
 
  If YOU see a crime, do not hesitate to call either the non emergency number -
  327-3811 or if it is a serious crime / crime in progress, then please call 911.

Basketball Goals

can call the Mayor's Action Center, 317-327-4MAC & report this incident. A
vehicle will then be dispatched to REMOVE the offending basketball goal!!!

Street Lighting
 An additional two street lights were installed in the area of Venus & Pluto
 and Pluto & Polaris. The Board had approved the installation a total of
 thirteen street lights for 2005 & 2006, DOUBLE what was previously in the
 neighborhood.
